THE VINTAGE

The 2016 vintage in the Southern Rhone valley is exceptional, both in terms of quality and
quantity, thanks to idyllic weather conditions that protected the region from climatic accidents
throughout the whole year.

DESCRIPTION

Considered as one of the greatest white wines in France, only 6000 bottles of this wine are
produced. It's made with 100% very old Roussanne vines and harvested slightly over ripe. This
exceptional wine must be drunk within 3 years or after 15 years. To be enjoyed with
gastronomic cuisine.
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SITUATION
Chateau de Beaucastel has 7 hectares planted with white varieties.

TERROIR
Molasse seabed of the Miocene period covered by diluvial alpine deposits (rolled pebbles).

PROCESS
The grapes are hand picked in small cases and sorted, pneumatically pressed. Settling of the
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& juices and fermentation (30% in oak, 70% tanks). Bottled after 8 months.

VARIETALS
Roussanne 100%

TASTING NOTES

With its deep mimosa yellow color, this Roussanne Vieilles Vignes 2016 presents an intense
nose with notes of acacia and beeswax. The palate is soft, full-bodied, with honeyed aromas and
an infinite length. A great vintage.
